[bookmark: _GoBack]Guidance language:
Integration of the MTF built environment with the MTF operational environment has long been a missing piece of our MHS Strategy.  This QPP guidance takes the first initial step in integrating these two environments through primary care exam room validation and alignment with clinical work center Medical Expense & Performance Reporting System (MEPRS) Codes.  This validation and alignment will enable built environment primary care capacities to be calculated through the use of approved primary care encounter thresholds.  

All MTF Parents and Children are asked to validate their primary care exam rooms.  Specifically, the ask is to ensure all primary care exam rooms are accounted for in the MTFs Defense Medical Logistics Standard Support (DMLSS-FM) Rooms Table.  Additionally, the ask is to ensure the appropriate MTF DMIS-ID is correct, for both parents and children.  Lastly, the ask is to validate that the DMLSS-FM Room Table 4th-level MEPRS code matches the 4th-level MEPRS code the MTF is recording primary care workload in. The success of this validation effort relies on the teamwork and integration of MTF Coders, MTF Facilities Management/DSS Clerks, MTF Logistics, and MTF Space Utilization Committees.  These key MTF areas, working in concert with each other will enable validation, updates, and long term sustainability of this effort and future validation efforts to come.
